I grabbed  arm to stop her movement because I 
did not want her near  while she possessed the knife. I told  to put the knife down. placed the knife next to the bed and 
walked out of the room.  was not holding the knife in a threatening position. picked up the knife to show me its location. I asked

 to go downstairs and wait with  for additional Officers to arrive. Officer Briggs and Officer Armstrong arrived on scene and 
spoke with  and . Please refer to Officer Brigg's supplemental report for their statements. 

 was distraught and .  called  and placed the call on speaker phone.  told
 what happened and she picked up a knife sometime during the incident.  informed  that was not an acceptable 

action.  encouraged  to tell Officers the truth about what happened during tonight's incident. Once  completed 
her conversation with , I asked  to tell me what happened.
